· Develop a biography of a person in the target language. During a couple of lessons the biography will be enriched with all kinds of information.
· First part: collect knowledge

· check information through resource persons (teachers, natives, ….)(awareness raising) 

· Combine with exchange programmes (real or virtual) intercultural experiences by organizing activities.

How can the collected information be 'translated' into intercultural experiences? How can 'checks' be organised?

How do we make sure that any way of awareness raising takes place?

How can the connection with language learning (and with the can do's in the ELP ) be organised?
