What can we pass on from intensive teaching experiments – guidelines:

1. Experiences/ processes/ affective learning cannot be “passed on”– participants need to go through their processes to reinvent their own “pedagogical wheels” 

· ownership through commitment

· “thick process description”  to illuminate the reader’s experience

· conviction: “it works!” (in this context)

2. Quality of implementation: action research and development work: think/ plan -> act -> observe -> collect data -> analyse -> reflect -> adjust action plan -> 

3. Quality of learning processes

· active participation, commitment

· rapport: listen, respect, trust, share

4. Quality of learning tasks: 

· student ownership by providing space for initiative and reflection; open-ended tasks

· meaningful work; real choices to make

5. Teacher support, effort and time

· aim at school-wide collegial work

· support by stakeholders;  take your time!
