	Task: 

to use a power point programme to make a presentation of the city with the help of photographs and main problems presented by short statements.

or

give a presentation about the city of London in which you show in your opinion the main problems of this city by using photographs to illustrate these problems. This presentation should be a power point presentation, which will be accompanied by a talk. (This is a higher level )

	Variations: 

Take a weekend to discuss culture and traditions of a family

This is a new topic, which might be a new task.

Variations, in my opinion, would be  talking about another city or talking about other problems. (A consequence could also be: a discussion on the (different) problems the students might have chosen.

could be longer texts

reading strategies
can guess meaning of words related to area of interest or profession by using the context information


can guess unknown words by using the context, given a known situation.

for the productive skills that the materials  (in terms of the CEF)

subject
known, personal interest, concerning daily life, work or education

vocabulary
is sufficient to describe known subjects such as family, work, travelling  and the actual events.

grammar (correctness)
use of frequent routines, in predictable situations

fluency
can be understood but there are pauses for grammar and vocabulary planning and correction of mistakes

coherence
short simple elements put together in a linear list of statements

pronunciation
clearly understandable, even with an accent and wrongly pronounced words.
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
