The clearest example of this is  perhaps the technology. In the days of our grandparents there were no computers, DV D  players, cell phones and such, and the television only came to Iceland in the 1960's.   The most common jobs for people who lived outside the capital were those of fishermen or  farmers, but in Reykjavik there were more varieties in jobs. Many women were ho use - wives  and took care of the home and children, some worked a part time job but women rarely  worked a full time job in those days. Young people had usually started a family around 20  years old.   The stores did not offer much variety of produce for example  of fruit, which occasionally  came around Christmas, and were of course very expensive.    Our grandparents remember when nylon stockings were first imported to the country, when  they started showing TV programs for the first time and so on.   When our grandpa rents were young it was very common that couples had many children and  the oldest helped taking care of the young ones.    At the beginning of the century education wasn't considered as important as it is now so many  of the elderly only went to school for a  few years. They learned the basics like reading,  writing and calculating.    At the turn of the last century many people lived in huts made out of mud, stones and grass  and farm animals lived with the people. This was done to let the heat of animals warm the   houses because there was no electricity for the general public until around 1930.   When our grandparents were children Iceland was not such a rich country as it is now, in fact  Iceland was very poor until after the Second World War.
