On  Saturday, the wedding begins early in the morning. All the guests get together for the  traditional dance. This is a preparation  for the following events on Sunday. The early  morning on Sunday starts with the shaving of the groom. After that, there is the  traditional horse race through the village. Then everyone directs to the bride’s house.  They take the presents and put them on t he horses’ backs .Also they take the bride  and after that follows the last and the most important part of the wedding  –  getting  married in church. A priest with many traditional customs performs the wedding  ceremony.    Nowadays this is a very spectacular ev ent. Many people from all the country and  aboard come to see it. Every country has its own traditions, customs and superstitions. Someone once said: “Don't be  superstitious; it will bring you bad luck“      I think it is very important t o follow special traditions, because they unite people.      Russian people are very open, they speak their minds, and if they don't like something, they  actually say it directly. Not like the British, who can think one thing and say another. To my  mind, the  main traits of a real Russian character are hospitality, an "open heart", "golden  hands", kindness and so on. The Russians are a very talented nation.      I think, that the most popular and dear to all people holiday in our country is New Year. It is a  publi c holiday and is marked with a joyful celebration in Russia. People stay awake until after  midnight on 31 December to see the Old Year out and the New Year in. Many parties are given  on this night. Theatres, night clubs and streets are crowded.   The New Yea r holiday is very popular, especially with children. In every house there is a fir - tree.  The presents are supposed to be sent by Father Frost (Santa Claus) and the Snow Maiden.   People usually see the New Year in sitting round a festive table.   They are addr essing New Year's greetings and good wishes to one another. They are raising  their wineglasses filled with sparkling champagne.   After New Year we celebrate Christmas. The Russian Christmas is celebrated on the 7th of  January. The holiday is connected with  the wonderful birth of Jesus Christ as it is described in  the Holy Bible.   On that day, about 2000 years ago, Jesus Christ was born in Bethlehem.     Easter is a very popular holiday in Russia in commemoration of the resurrection of Jesus. Easter  has no fixed  date. It is held on the first Sunday after the date of the first full moon that occurs  on or after 21 March.   People nowadays greet each other on the Easter day by the words "Christ is raised!" And the  expected answer is "He is raised indeed!" People also p aint eggs and give them to one another  as a symbol of eternal life.   On the 8th of March we celebrate Women's day. This is the day of paying tribute to women. On  8 March, men give women flowers and presents, and do the entire domestic work around the  house  and in the kitchen. In other countries this day is called Mother's Day and is celebrated in  spring.     Yumorina is April Fools' Day and takes place on 1 April. It is a very funny holiday, just to relax  from our daily routine. On this day you can meet someone  who will try to pull your leg. Even if  he is fooling you, you can’t show signs of bad temper.
